Starting in FY 07/08 funds from the sales tax on gasoline will be
divided between city/county roads (40%), the PTA (20%), and the
STIP (40%). Prior to FY 07/08 funds are first taken off the top to
fund TCRP projects. When "fiscal emergency" is declared,
funds sometimes have been diverted to State General Fund for
non-transportation programs. 1st year of program funds came
from General Fund.
