Bay/California/Rail Trail Intersection: An urban compact roundabout will be 

designed to link Rail Trail Segment 7 phases while enhancing intersection 
functionality. 

Intersection Improvements: Various intersections along Bay will be modified to 
improve pedestrian and bicycle safety, including changes to geometry to reduce 
vehicle speeds and enhance visibility. 

Transit Boarding Islands: These will be designed to improve accessibility and 
efficiency for transit users. 

Bay/Mission Intersection: In coordination with Caltrans, the design will consider 
enhancements for multimodal users, amending signal plans, curbs, and utilities. 

ADA Compliant Curb Ramps: All designs will incorporate ADA-compliant curb ramps. 

The design phase aims to complete bid-ready plans by December 2025, fostering 
improved bicycle facilities, enhanced transit services, and safer intersections.
